Built in 1843 by silk merchant Alexan-
dre Collain in the fertile vineyards and
pretty hilltop villages of the unspoilt
Ceze Valley, 5-star Chateau de Mont-
caud is both an opulent country hide-
away and welcoming family home. Like
many large estates, it fell into disrepair
at one point, but new ownership in
2016 by a charming Swiss family and an
extensive renovation have seen Collain’s
legacy restored to its former glory.

With its sweeping central staircase,
beautiful tiled floors and high frescoed
ceilings adorned with antique chande-
liers, the Chateau is undeniably grand.
The elegant 29 rooms and suites have
tall windows looking out over 12 acres
of manicured gardens, complete with
grotto, lake and ancient trees. There

is also a heated swimming pool and a
well-maintained tennis court. 20 metres
from the Chateau, the former stables
(the Mas - right) have been converted
into the stylish restaurant and light-
filled meeting room - both on the
ground floor and accessible.

Talented head chef, Matthieu Herv¢, has

won many prestigious awards including a Michelin star in March 2024 for the
fine dining restaurant at the Chateau. He delivers a superb range of dishes from
seasonal fare focusing on regional terre et mer cuisine with fish and shellfish
from the south coast and high-quality meat sourced locally. Expect excellent
food, which previous guests adored, with friendly and welcoming service.

The bridge programme will be a mixture of
teaching, supervised play, teams and gentle duplicate

The tuition sessions will use Compass Cards (set deals)
and a fun topic tailored to the group.

The other sessions will be supervised play or some form of duplicate or teams,
with prizes at the end of the stay. All bridge sessions are optional and open to
all standards of play although we can only accommodate complete beginners
if booked as a group of four. We will be playing bridge in the meeting room
on the ground floor of The Mas with plenty of natural light.

It is important to stress that our
holidays are not aimed at the type of
player who likes a serious 24-board
duplicate every night. Our ethos is
that bridge should be a friendly and
social game where you can meet
like-minded people, and our holidays
reflect that.

No partner is needed on a StockenBridge holiday and
non-bridge playing partners are of course welcome.

The immaculate interiors were a col-
laboration between Swiss designer Iria
Degen and local architect Sophie Petit.
Together, they reimagined the classi-
cal elegance of the original building to
provide understated modern luxury.
Box-sprung beds with extra-long mat-
tress are dressed with top-quality linen;
enormous windows overlook the gar-
dens. Spacious ensuite bathrooms offer
rain showers or rolltop tubs and chic
Codage products. Bedrooms come with
mini-bar, safe, telephone, television,
air-con, hairdryer and in all but classic
rooms, a Nespresso coffee machine.

All the bedrooms (except 2 classic rooms
- first floor of the Mas - no lift) are in

the Chateau which has a lift serving all
floors. There are steps to access the Cha-
teau via the front or there is wheelchair
access at the back of the Chateau.

Excursions and things to do in the area
There will be optional excursions and we will contact you nearer the time
with full details.

Uzes (30 minutes drive)

This beautiful, bustling and historic town
has some fabulous boutique shops as well as
one of the best markets in Provence. Every
Wednesday and Saturday, by the arches of
its magnificent central square, Place-aux-
Herbes, you’ll find smiling locals offering
mouthwatering, regional produce. Cheeses,
garlic, wine, flowers, lavender, olive oil...

Pont du Gard (35 minutes drive)

A UNESCO World Heritage Site, the Pont du
Gard aqueduct is one of the best-preserved
Roman sites in the world. Built in the first
century to carry water to Nimes, it remains
the only example of a three-story antique
bridge still standing. Gaze in wonder at its
beauty - don’t miss the fascinating museum!

Avignon, Nimes, Arles and Orange
Provence’s most famous towns are within
easy reach by car with superb historic sites
to visit. These include Avignon’s Palais des
Papes; Nimes for some of the finest Roman
monuments outside Italy; and Arles, where
Vincent Van Gogh cut off his left ear. The
spectacular Roman amphitheatres of Arles
and Orange are well worth the trip alone.

Wine-tasting
The world-renowned wine regions of Chéateauneuf-du-Pape and Cotes du
Rhone are close by; book a tasting and, if you have driven down, fill your boot!




Walking and Cycling

Stroll through the Chateau’s leafy grounds to
find the hidden grotto or go exploring further
afield - there are some wonderful walks on
the doorstep. Take one of the hotel’s bikes (or
e-bikes) and cycle along the Céze River to the
Sautadet waterfalls. Stop for a drink in one
of the lovely local villages such as La Roque-
sur-Ceze (right). A bit more pedalling could
take you to charming Lussan (1hr bike ride; 20
mins drive), one of the ‘most beautiful villages’
in France. From its ramparts, breathtaking
views stretch for miles in every direction.

By Air

Marseille is the nearest airport for
direct and frequent flights from the UK
with a transfer time of approximately
1.5 hours. It is served by many airlines
including British Airways and Ryanair.
We will include transfers from Marseille
airport for a selected flight to fit in
with checking in and out (likely to be
a BA flight from London Heathrow).
Otherwise, we can arrange airport
transfers on your behalf - please contact
us before booking your flight and for further details. Alternatively you can
hire a car at the airport giving you more flexibility during your stay.
